IMPORTANT SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

- This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years
and above and people with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge
if they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning the use of the appliance in a safe way and
understand the hazards involved. Children shall not play
with the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance shall
not be made by children unless they are older than 8 and
supervised. Keep the appliance and its cord out of reach of
children less than 8 years.

- Packaging materials can be dangerous for children. Keep
the packaging materials out of the reach of children.

- The appliance is intended for domestic use only as
intended in accordance with this manual. Do not use
the appliance outdoors. Do not use the appliance for
commercial purposes.

- This appliance is intended to be used in household and
similar applications such as:

- staff kitchen areas in shops, offices and other working
environments;

- farm houses;

- by clients in hotels, motels and other residential type
environments;

- bed and breakfast type environments.

- After transportation at low temperatures, leave the
appliance at room temperature for 2 hours before use.

- Before using the appliance remove the packaging material
and advertising stickers.

- Do not use the appliance if it is not fully assembled or if
parts are missing.
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Before first use and regularly thereafter, check the
appliance and power cord for damage. Do not use the
appliance with a damaged power cord or plug, or if

the appliance is not working properly or if it has been
dropped or otherwise damaged. Do not attempt to repair
the appliance by yourself. Contact an authorized service
center for diagnostics or repair of the appliance.

Do not attempt to change or modify the appliance.

The appliance must be installed in accordance with local
electrical standards.

The appliance must be used with a grounded line. Do not
use without an earthing line.

Before connecting the appliance to the electrical network,
make sure that the parameters indicated in the technical
characteristics on the appliance label correspond to the
parameters of the electrical network.

Make sure that the power source to which the appliance
will be connected is designed for a current of at least 10 A.
Using this appliance and other equipment on the same
electric circuit can cause electrical overload, may blow the
fuse or cause the circuit to break.

Do not use the power outlet under the countertop.
Electrical connections should not touch the back surface,
this may cause damage to the connections.

Plug must be in an easily accessible location after
installation.

It is forbidden to use an extension cord to connect the
appliance to the power supply.

The appliance is not designed to be controlled by an
external timer or a separate remote-control system.

If the plug of the appliance does not match the outlet seek
professional assistance. The use of different adapters may
damage the appliance.

Check the accessories for damage before each use. Do not
use them if they are damaged.
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If the power cord is damaged, it must be replaced by

the manufacturer, service center or similarly qualified
personnel in order to avoid a hazard.

Make sure that the power cord does not hang over the
edge of a table or other surface on which the appliance

is placed, is not pinched, or touches sharp edges or a hot
surface.

Do not connect the appliance to the mains with wet hands
and do not use the control panel with wet hands or if the
surfaces of the appliance are wet.

Do not immerse the power cord, plug, or appliance

in water or any other liquid to avoid electric shock or
damage to the appliance.

Avoid getting any liquid inside the appliance to avoid
electric shock or short circuit.

If the appliance is dropped or immersed in water, unplug
it immediately. If a malfunction is detected while using
the appliance, disconnect the appliance from the power
source through the mains fuse.

Do not use the appliance without feet installed.

Do not use the appliance in a closed cabinet or at floor
level.

Do not install and connect this appliance near gas
appliances.

Do not place the appliance under direct sunlight or in
places with high humidity.

Do not install or use the appliance near flammable objects
(tablecloths, curtains, wallpaper, etc.) to avoid ignition.
Place the appliance on a dry, flat, solid, heat-resistant

There should always be enough space around the
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appliance for proper ventilation. Provide space around
the appliance for heat to escape. When installing the
appliance, leave at least 15 cm of free space behind and
on the sides, and on the top of the appliance.

Do not cover the ventilation openings on the top, back
and sides of the appliance.

The appliance should not be covered.

Do not place anything on the appliance or the open
appliance door.

Do not use the door and/or the appliance handle to carry
or move the appliance.

Do not leave the appliance door open for a long time.
Always make sure that nothing, such as smoke, is coming
out of the appliance chamber before closing the door.
Always close the oven door slowly and carefully. Always
hold the door handle when opening and closing the door.
WARNING! Do not heat closed containers and glass jars in
the appliance. Danger of explosion!

Do not use plastic dishes, food film and other not heat-
resistant accessories inside the appliance.

Use only accessories recommended by the manufacturer.
Clean and dry the appliance and accessories before
placing food inside.

Do not place utensils, accessories or cookware on the
bottom of the cooking chamber.

Do not cover parts of the appliance and do not place
aluminum foil or greaseproof paper on the bottom or
lower part of the working chamber of the appliance.

Do not place accessories on the bottom of the working
chamber. This may prevent proper operation and damage
the appliance.

Always install the rectangular tray for drips and crumbs
when using the grill rack or rotisserie spit (optional) and
always clean it when it is more than half full. Never place
this tray or any other accessory directly on top of the
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appliance.

Be careful when removing accessories containing hot
liquids such as oil or grease.

When using the grill mode (optional), cook only those
foods that can be cooked on high heat. Do not put food
too close to the back wall of the chamber - this is the
hottest place, so food containing fat can catch fire.

Do not pour hot water into the working chamber. This
will cause steam to appear. A change in temperature can
damage the appliance and accessories.

During cooking the temperature and humidity in the
room increases. Make sure the room is well ventilated.
Additional ventilation may be required if the appliance is
operated intensively for a long time. Open a window or
increase the intensity of other means of ventilation.
Before using the appliance for the first time, it should

be heated empty with the door closed at a temperature
of 200 °C for approximately 30 minutes until the
characteristic smell has evaporated.

Do not leave the appliance on unattended.

& WARNING! Hot surface! The external surfaces
of the appliance may heat up and be hot during use.
Do not touch hot segments, oven interior, heating
elements, etc.

WARNING! The top surface of the appliance may
become hot. Do not place objects on top of the
appliance, especially those that may deform.

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BEFORE FIRST USE

1. Read the IMPORTANT SAFETY PRECAUTIONS section carefully before
use.

3. Wash the cooking accessories, wipe them dry or let them dry.

4. Wipe the appliance inside and out with a slightly damp cloth with a
mild detergent. Then wipe the appliance dry.

5. Heat the empty appliance at a high temperature for 30 minutes until
the characteristic smell evaporates. This should be done in a well-
ventilated room. This smell is caused by the insulation material and will
disappear soon.

6. Wait for the appliance to cool down, then wipe the appliance with a
slightly damp cloth and then with a dry one.

CONTROL PANEL DESCRIPTION

Timer: set cooking time up to 60 minutes.

By turning the knob to the right bring it to the required value. When the

set time expires an acoustic signal will sound and the appliance will stop
working.

Simultaneous operation of
the upper and lower heaters ensures uniform heat distribution and natural
convection. The mode is suitable for pastries, stuffed vegetables, roasts and
for baking in open dishes.

Bottom heating. Recommended for pies with moist fillings, for reheating
ready meals and creating a golden crust on the bottom. The mode is suitable
for cooking in dishes that do not conduct heat well (glass and aluminum
dishes, pots for roasting).

Top heating. It is used for browning crust or breading, for cooking dishes in
molds (julienne, casserole, lasagna, pudding) and frying vegetables, fish, etc.
on the grill rack.

Convection. To ensure more even distribution of heat.

APPLIANCE USAGE

To start cooking:

« Insert plug into a grounded outlet.

«  Set timer to the required value.

«  Select cooking mode and set desired temperature.

When the temperature in the appliance chamber reaches the set position,

the thermostat indicator goes out. When the temperature begins to drop

below the set value the indicator will light up again. This way the adjusted

temperature is maintained during cooking.

«  The appliance will not start while timer and mode knobs are in the off
position.

« Itisrecommended to warm up the appliance for 10-15 minutes firstly.

- Grease the baking tray or grill rack with oil before placing food on it.

« When cooking on the grill rack, be sure to place the drip and crumb tray
on the bottom shelf of the appliance chamber.

The plant guarantees normal operation of the product
within 12 months from the date of the sale, provided
that the consumer complies with the rules of operation
and care provided by this Manual.

Service life of the product is 5 years.

In order to avoid any misunderstanding we kindly ask
you to carefully study the Owner’s Manual, the terms
of warranty, and check the correctness of filling the
Warranty Card. The Warranty Card is valid only if the
following information is correctly and clearly stated:
model, serial number of the product, date of sale, clear
seals of the company-seller, signature of the buyer.
The model and serial number of the product must
correspond to those specified in the Warranty Card.

If these terms are violated, and if the information
specified in the Warranty Card is changed, erased or
rewritten, the Warranty Card is considered invalid.
Setup and installation (assembly, connection, etc.)

of the appliance are described in the attached
documentation; they can be carried out both by

the user, and by specialists having the necessary
qualification sent by USC or selling companies (on a
paid basis). In this case, the person (the institution)
